The wine has an excep-
tional French styling toit—more complex mineral and earth
notes, subtle use of new oak, and good acidity. This is not a
fruit-forward-style Pinot Noir. Itis a thought-provoking wine
that shows layers of complexity. While very young, it still is a
marvelous combination with hearty fare and holiday meals.

The return of an old favorite, Chateau de Vaugelas Corbieres
was one of our top-selling wines lastyear. Many never learned
the name of the wine, butrecognized the label immediately.
The wine comes from a 270-acre estate in the heart of the
Languedoc that dates to 799AD, when wine was produced
for mass at the Abbaye de Lagrasse. The new vintage 2008
Chiteau de Vaugelas Corbiéres is a blend of 35% Syrah,
30% Grenache, 30% Carignan, and 5% Mourvédre that is
big but supple in character. This is a fine recommendation
for winter stews.
