Château Haut-Serre Cahors
At the beginning of the 1970s, Georges Vigouroux went look-
ing for a place to plant a vineyard of Malbec on its historical 
terroir. After two years searching, he discovered Château 
de Haute-Serre, a property that had been abandoned since 
the destruction of the vineyard by phylloxera at the end of 
the 19th century. It took two years to clear the land and 
plant 160,000 vines. A chai was built in the rehabilitated old 
buildings. The passion here is for Malbec, and the wines are 
truly among the best of the region.

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2012 Côtes de Ciel Reds
The Holmes family owns and farms the renowned Ciel du 
Cheval Vineyard on Red Mountain. Richard Holmes has 
produced a selection of outstanding red wines, each made 
using estate fruit. The 2012 Côtes de Ciel Merlot has a bold 
aroma of blueberry and tea leaf. It is very full for Merlot 
but maintains the varietal character well, and it has a silky 
texture. The 2012 Côtes de Ciel Cabernet Sauvignon is a 
dramatic wine with a bold aroma of new wood and  currants.

2012 Eroica Gold
The joint project between Chateau Ste. Michelle and Ernst 
Loosen named for Beethoven’s third symphony, Eroica, 
was begun in 1999. The 2012 CSM Riesling ‘Eroica Gold’ 
combines natural Washington State acidity with botrytis 
influence, to yield a wine with amazing residual sugar. The 
fruit comes from two sources—Horse Heaven Vineyard and  
Viewcrest Vineyard. It offers hints of orange and peach in 
the aroma, lots of body, and a long, vibrant finish.  The wine 
is a remarkable value considering the detailed winemaking 
that was required.

2012 Stolpman Estate Syrah
Located in the hills of California’s Central Coast on a 
limestone outcropping, the Ballard Canyon AVA has eight 
grower-producers, and the founding father was Thomas 
Stolpman. He was enamoured by three major limestone 
ridge lines in Santa Barbara County which provide an ideal 
location to grow Syrah. The 2012 Stolpman Estate Syrah 
jumps from the glass with a sanguine red fruit aroma, and 
a game and mineral note that is striking—recalling the best 
of Saint Joseph in the Rhône Valley. On the palate, the wine 
is firey with spicy Syrah flavors—game, nuts, pepper, and 
red currants.

‘Coda’ is the home for barrels of wines from 
Red Mountain sources that aren’t selected to go into the 
flagship blends. The vintage produced big, ripe wines, with 
plenty of fruit, and it is obvious when one tries this 2012. It 
is hard to believe that this sells for $25.

2012 Betz Family Rhône Wines 
After two years of challenging harvests, the Columbia Valley 
finally saw a normal vintage in 2012. Spring was moderate, 
and a gentle summer  without heat spikes made the harvest 
begin early. Hot weather in August provided above average 
heat accumulation for the year. A long gentle autumn lead 
to fully mature fruit being harvested. The wines are limited 
in supply.

2011 Terre Nere Etna Rosso
The 2011Tenuta delle Terre Nerre Etna Rosso are remark-
able wines, each having a different character derived from 
the unique soils of Mount Etna. The Guardiola has a flavor 
reminiscent of Barolo from La Morra, the Santo Spirito 
tastes like Grand Cru Bugundy from Vosne-Romanée, 
the Calderara Sottana recalls Barbaresco, and the Feudo 
di Mezzo ‘Il Quadro delle Rose’ has a fine texture like a 
Chambolle-Musigny.

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2012 Nicolas Perrin Syrah
The Perrin family of Château de Beaucastel teamed up with 
Nicolas Joboulet to make wines from the Northern Rhône 
Valley. Their 2012 Maison Nicolas Perrin Syrah has a bold 
aroma of smoked meats and blackberries with a black pepper 
note. It shows intense Syrah character at a very attractive 
price. This is a wine to savor with fall meals—grilled meats, 
roast chicken, and peperonata.

2013 Becassonne Blanc
An estate wine, Domaine de la Becassonne is one of only 
a few estates devoted solely to white wine in the Rhône 
Valley. Owner André Brunel, known for his Les Cailloux 
Châteauneuf-du-Pape, produces this vibrant blend of 50% 
Roussanne, 20% Clairette, and 30% Grenache Blanc. Grown 
on clay and limestone soils, it has more natural acidity and 
minerality than most Côtes-du-Rhône Blancs. This is won-
derful with scallops.

More 2013 Sancerre 
Another set of fine 2013 Sancerre wines has just landed in 
the city.  As stated in last month’s newsletter, the 2013 vin-
tage in Sancerre saw cool, damp weather conditions and a 
later than normal harvest—among the lastest in the past 40 
years. The long winter and cold Spring delayed the harvest, 
and many growers had to fend off wet weather to bring in 
their grapes. The wines are fresh and have plenty of lime 
and citrus flavor. The acidity makes these wines complex, 
and they offer a refreshing contrast to the rounder 2012 
vintage. These are great shellfish wines.

2011 Fèlsina Chianti Classico
We have been selling Fèlsina Chianti Classico since the 1983 
vintage, and we have sold every vintage since then. There 
are very few wines about which we can make such a state-
ment. The 2011 Fèlsina Chianti Classico is made with 100% 
Sangiovese from vineyards ranging from 320 to 420 meters 
above sea level in the region of Castelnuovo Berardenga in 
southeastern Chianti Classico. It has a classic dried cherry 
and red currant aroma. On the palate, there is a pleasing 
texture from silky tannins and Solvenian oak barrel aging. 
This is a great wine for veal dishes.
