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Roero Arneis
Coming from land that looks more like beaches in the 
Carribean than Piedmont slopes, Arneis is grown in sand 
and seashell soils in the hillsides of Roero—an area that 
was underwater 70,000 years ago. The grape has its own 
personality, defying the use of oak, not needing malolactic 
fermentation, and having a naturally saline flavor. Even 
though it dates to the 1500’s, the grape variety fell out of 
favor in post world war times. It was revived in the 1970’s 
by producers like Vietti and Giacosa. Today it is making 
inroads into the American market due to its  food friendly 
style. From sashimi to smoked salmon, Arneis works with 
seafoods of all types. Come in and explore a sampling of 
the current Roero Arneis in the marketplace on Saturday, 
August 18th at both shops.

It underwent partial malolactic fermentation, 
preserving the fresh acidity needed to contrast its bold stone 
fruit flavors. There is a touch of vanilla from the judicious 
use of new French oak barrels.

The 2016 St. Innocent Pinot Noir ‘Villages Cuvée’ is produced 
from Pinot Noir grapes grown in the northern Willamette 
Valley, and is a blend of 28% Vitae Springs Vineyard, 43% 
Zenith Vineyard, 11% Freedom Hill Vineyard, 4% Temper-
ance Hill Vineyard, and 14% Momtazi Vineyard. It shows 
a cornucopia of fruit flavors—black cherry, red raspberry, 
blackberry, and wild strawberry, with hints of rose, allspice, 
and cinnamon. Consider putting this wine aside to serve 
with Thanksgiving dinner.

Don’t worry, 
the only test will be the taste you sip of this gem. Crisp, dry, 
rich, and vibrant, it is a wine for seafood stews that have 
clams, mussels, shrimp, cod, salmon, calamari, halibut, skate, 
monkfish, and a few potatoes—carrots optional.
