2015 Laurène - Pre-order
We have enjoyed and sold every vintage of Domaine Drouhin 
Pinot Noir ‘Laurène’ but there is something very special 
about the 2015 vintage. Wine writer Josh Raynolds (Vinous) 
used the word “potent” which accurately describes the change 
of gears that accelerates the 2015 Domaine Drouhin Pinot 
Noir ‘Laurène’ into an other-worldly experience. It earns 
major points for its color—gemstone ruby, and its aroma 
of deep red berry scents with holiday spices. The age of the 
vines on the estate shows through, with complex truffle and 
earthy scents. On the palate, the wine is truly over top with 
superb balance and fine tannins that linger on and on. This 
is sure to be among the legendary vintages for this wine. We 
are taking pre-orders now for delivery in November. There 
were 350 six packs less than normal for the market, thus we 
recommend ordering ahead.

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2016 Ridge Reds
2016 saw a return to normal, with winter rainfall ending 
the drought and good weather during flowering returning 
the crop size to full in the Sonoma region. The 2016 Ridge 
Petite Sirah ‘Lytton Estate’ has vines dating to 1901, and it 
has a powerful eucalyptus note from this old vine fruit. Bold 
and yet tame, it has plenty of tannins to match the strength 
of game meats. The 2016 Ridge Zinfandel ‘Pagani Ranch’ 
is made with grapes from vines off this West Sonoma Valley 
site that are over 100 years old (and survived through Prohi-
bition). It shows intense red cherry, pomegranite, and rose 
petal, and has lovely texture from these treasured grapes. 
The 2016 Ridge Lytton Springs combines 69% Zinfandel, 
23% Petite Sirah, 6% Carignane, 2% Mataro (Mourvedre) to 
create a flavor profile of black cherry, lavender, and plum. 
Along with these scents, a hint of licorice is reminiscent of 
old-time candy shops.

Gran Moraine -Yamhill Carlton
Located in the Yamhill Carlton AVA, in the northern Wil-
lamette Valley, Gran Moraine consists of ancient marine 
sedimentary-based soils on benchlands that enjoy Mediter-
ranean weather patterns, a perfect environment for growing 
Pinot Noir and Chardonnay. Eugenia Keegan and her team 
are devoted to Burgundian style practices and craft elegant, 
racy and complex Chardonnays and juicy, velvety Pinot 
Noirs. The 2015 Gran Moraine Pinot Noir transports one 
directly to the village of Chambolle-Musigny with its aroma  
of huckleberry and flavor of pomegranite. The 2016 Gran 
Moraine Chardonnay is a masterpiece— apple blossom and 
citrus scents, sexy French oak vanillan notes, racy, vibrant 
pear and white peach flavors. These are world-class wines 
and deserve one’s attention.

The Fall releases are out from Avennia and they are very 
good indeed! The 2017 Avennia Sauvignon Blanc ‘Oliane’ 
is a blend of fruit from Red Willow and Boushey Vineyards 
that is citrusy, zesty, and perfect for Northwest shellfish. 
The 2016 Avennia Syrah ‘Le Corbeau Vineyard’ shows the 
remarkably balanced and open nature of this warm, yet 
fresh tasting vintage. The 2016 Avennia Syrah ‘Arnaut’ is, 
as expected, a huge wine that will need time in the cellar, 
but the components are all in place for a remarkable wine.

2013 Corliss Reds
The 2013 Corliss Red (a blend of 40% Cabernet Sauvignon, 30% 
Cabernet Franc, 20% Merlot, 5% Petit Verdot, and 5%Malbec) uses 
fruit from the Bacchus blocks of Sagemoor Vineyards and 
shows a marvelous cocao powder aroma. It has a seductive 
texture that combines to give the wine a Belgian chocolate 
impression—simply lovely! A new era for the 2013 Corliss 
Cabernet Sauvignon has arrived. It has wood spices, and 
sweet cassis, with rich and supple tannins filling the palate. 
It shows the longer fermentations and reduced racking now 
being employed. It now must compete with itself as a 96+ 
score from Vinous will be hard to top!

The Drouhin family’s newest property, Roserock Drouhin 
Oregon, a cool climate Pinot Noir and Chardonnay vineyard 
is located at the southern edge of the Eola-Amity Hills, in the 
Van Duzer corridor. Back to back warm Springs in 2015 and 
2016 led to good yields and both were followed by gentle 
weather and fine harvest conditions. We were able to get 
a very good deal of the 2015 Roserock Pinot Noir and the 
2016 Chardonnay.

Frédéric Berne’s parcel of Morgon ‘Corcelette’ is less than 2 
acres of sand and granite soils, in the higher portion of the 
Morgon appellation (400 meters). The 2016 Frédéric Berne 
Morgon ‘Corcelette’ has a bold aroma of violets and plums. 
There is a hint of pink peppercorns that gives it a savory 
note, perfect for roast chicken.

It has 
an aroma of coffee bean and fennel pollen, and a flavor of 
alpine strawberries and red plums. The texture is pleasing, 
and the finish is complex and brooding. This wine will age 
gracefully for ten years.

The wine shows plum and blueberry, 
with elements of cocoa and vanilla. The warm vintage heat 
was tamed and the wine is harmonious and elegant.
