2018 La Giustiniana
La Giustiniana is one of the oldest wineries in Gavi. Cortese 
grapes have been grown here since the XV Century. The 2018 
La Giustiniana Gavi di Gavi ‘Lugarara’, one of two Grand 
Cru vineyards on the estate, is made using hand-harvested 
grapes, planted on calcareous soils. An aroma of pear, apple, 
lemon zest, and roasted almonds is matched with vibrant 
acidity and a crisp apple flavor, perfect with finfish.

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Cahors
With summer barbecues just around the corner, try a new 
wine to match the spicy meats from southwestern France—
Cahors. The village has a history dating back to Celtic times. 
By law, Cahors must be made of at least 70 percent Malbec, 
with only Merlot and Tannat allowed as blending grapes. 
Once called the ‘black wine’ of Cahors, one can barely see 
their fingers through a glass. These big red wines stand up 
to foie gras, truffles, game, duck confit, and the regional 
cassoulet. There is a core of acidity that cleanses the palate, 
and a faintly smoky style that marries with spices of barbe-
cue sauces.
